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Preface

I. This classical Chinese textbook has been created for foreign students in China. It
may be used by those who have studied Elementary Chinese Readers or Practical Chinese
Reader, or who possess a similar level of Chinese language proficiency. After studying
this book, the student will, with the help of reference materials, be able to read and
translate ordinary classical Chinese texts, and will have a firm foundation for further
study of classical Chinese language and culture.

I. The texts selected for this book are not arranged chronologically, nor are they all
famous works by famous authors; rather, they are arranged especially for foreigners,
from easy to difficult,from short to long,increasing in complexity. Most of the selections
are narrative prose; other literary forms, such as fables, myths, anecdotes, drama, and
poetry, have been chosen to enhance the content and enliven the variety of the lessons,
and to avoid monotony.

I. This textbook is divided into forty-four lessons according to academic stages and
schedules. Each lesson introduces one function word and one common sentence struc-
ture. In addition, the second-year lessons focus on classical Chinese grammar, the'third-
year lessons introduce important aspects of ancient Chinese culture; and fourth-year
lessons teach techniques pertinent to the reading of ancient texts. Lessons 1 to 22 are for
use during the second year of Chinese studies, lessons 23 to 34 for the third year, and
lessons 35 to 44 for the fourth year.

V. Along with the primary texts, supplementary readings have been chosen to accom-
pany each of the forty-four lessons. Their purpose is, through practice, to solidify
knowledge, increase vocabulary, and to improve reading ability.

V. New words are the key feature of the annotations to each lesson (including supple-
mentary readings). Lessons 1 through 34 have annotations in Chinese and English;
lessons 35 to 44 in Chinese only. An effort has been made to be concise in the annota-
tions to aid teaching and study. An appendix to the annotations is at the end of the
book.

Vi. This book uses simplified characters throughout, as republished in the 1986 Sum-
mary Chart of Simplified Characters. To assist readers to learn the complex counterparts
of simplified characters, an appendix “Comparative List of Simplified and Complex Chi-
nese Characters “is supplied at the end of the book.

VI . This book is transliterated according to the Chinese Pinyin Scheme. Multisyllabic
words are written divided. The first letter of proper nouns is capitalized. Characters with
variable pronunciations are rendered as in December 1985’ s revised List of Mandarin
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Pronunciation for Variaus Characters. Very few characters may preserve their former
pronunciation.

VE. In order to help the reader understand the text and master essential knowledge,
“Reference Translations”, “Selected Reading Passages”, “Concise Chart of Chinese His-
torical Dynasties”, etc., are appended to this book.

X . This book has been compiled after having consulted several classical Chinese
teaching materials. The compilation has received the substantial assistance and support
of leaders of the University, the department, and many colleagues; and especially the en--
thusiastic help of Ms. Shannon Sweeney, who undertook the English translation of this
book. Here 1 would like to express my heartfelt thanks.

X. Should he perceive any shortcomings or errors in the compilation, explanation or
interpretation of these materials, I welcome the reader to suggest their emendation.
